DEPARTMENT OF
GEOGRAPHY

The Department of Geography consistently ranks high among the leading universities of Delhi,
with good number of students passing with top ranks in the university every year. The
department has well equipped laboratory with Computers, wi-fi projector system, Remote
Sensing and GIS software, Satellite Imageries, Aerial Photographs, GPS, Toposheets, Pocket
Stereoscope, Scanner and cartography threshing table where students carry out manual
cartography work. They also have instruments and trekking equipment for the faculties and
students for field trips.

During the 2022-2023 academic year, the Department of Geography achieved notable
milestones. An Orientation program and Freshers' welcome were organized for new students. A
Student Association was formed to maintain departmental unity and functionality. The
department marked "World Environment Day" on 5th June with a sapling plantation drive
within the college premises. This event also included activities such as presentations,
documentary screenings, success stories, and a pledge for environmental conservation taken by
both students and faculty members.

The department arranged four educational trips focusing on "Field Work and Research
Methodology" and "Disaster Management" to destinations including Madurai, Rameswaram,
Kanyakumari (Tamil Nadu), Tehri (Uttarakhand), Palla Gaon (Delhi NCR), Ernakulam, and
Thiruvananthapuram (Kerala). These trips involved the participation of a collective group of 201
students (second and third year), 10 faculties, and 1 supporting staff member.

To foster research at the undergraduate level, the department conducted five innovation
projects in collaboration with the IQAC (Internal Quality Assurance Cell). These projects were
accompanied by corresponding workshops. Additionally, two seminars were organised,
addressing the topics of Himalayan conservation and Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).

The Women Development Centre, SBSEC, Convened by Dr Vaneeta Chandna,
and Co- convened by Mr Sharad Yadav believes in and stands and strives for
the upliftment, emancipation, and empowerment of women and also the
other marginalised and discriminated genders. It achieves these goals by
sensitising the students about issues such as gender discrimination, misogyny,
sexual harassment, abuse, personal space, consent and so on, by training the
students to raise their voice and question the existing patriarchal order. It also
forces them to self-evaluate, identify, and shred the inherent patriarchy and
misogyny which exist within them due to social conditioning. The members of
WDC organised events such as documentary screening, Inaugural session by
Padma Shri Deepa Malik, WOMAN-O-PEDIA etc. Drives aiming to promote
menstrual hygiene were also conducted. A self-defense training workshop in
collaboration with the Delhi Police was also organised. The WDC team
organised their annual fest ASTITVA 5.0 which was based on women centric

themes.

REDRESSAL
COMMITTEE (GRC)

In accordance with the UGC (Redressal of Grievances of Students) Regulations, 2023, “grievance”
means, and includes, complaint(s) made by an aggrieved student in respect of the following,
namely:

i. admission contrary to merit determined in accordance with the declared admission policy of
the institution;

ii. irregularity in the process under the declared admission policy of the institution;

iii. refusal to admit in accordance with the declared admission policy of the institution;

iv. non-publication of a prospectus by the institution, in accordance with the provisions of these
regulations;

v. publication by the institution of any information in the prospectus, which is false or
misleading, and not based on facts;

vi. withholding of, or refusal to return, any document in the form of certificates of degree,
diploma or any other award or other document deposited by a student for the purpose of
seeking admission in such institution, with a view to induce or compel such student to pay any
fee or fees in respect of any course or program of study which such student does not intend to
pursue;

vii. demand of money in excess of that specified to be charged in the declared admission policy
of the institution;

viii. violation, by the institution, of any law for the time being in force in regard to reservation of
seats in admission to different category of students;

iX. non-payment or delay in payment of scholarships or financial aid admissible to any student
under the declared admission policy of such institution, or under the conditions, if any,
prescribed by the Commission;

x. delay by the institution in the conduct of examinations, or declaration of results, beyond the
schedule specified in the academic calendar of the institution, or in such calendar prescribed
by the Commission;

xi. failure by the institution to provide student amenities as set out in the prospectus, or is
required to be extended by the institution under any provisions of law for the time being in
force;

Xii. non-transparent or unfair practices adopted by the institution for the evaluation of students;

xiii. delay in, or denial of, the refund of fees due to a student who withdraws admission within
the time mentioned in the prospectus, subject to guidelines, if any, issued by the Commission,
from time to time;

xiv. complaints of alleged discrimination of students from the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled

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ANTI RAGGING CELL

Ragging in any form is strictly prohibited within the premises of the College and
any part of the Delhi University system as well as public transport. Any individual
or collective act or practice of ragging constitutes gross indiscipline and shall be
dealt with under Ordinance XV-C.

Ragging, for the purpose of this Ordinance, ordinarily means any act, conduct or
practice by which the dominant power or status of senior student is brought to
bear on students freshly enrolled or students who are in any way considered
junior or inferior by other students and includes individual or collective acts or
practices which involve:

(i) physical assault or threat or use of physical force,

(ii) Violate the status, dignity, and honour of students,

(iii) Violate the status, dignity and honour of students belonging to scheduled
castes and tribes,

(iv) Expose students to ridicule and contempt and affect their self-esteem,

(v) Entail verbal abuse and aggression, indecent gestures, and obscene behaviour.
In case, any student, who has obtained the degree of Delhi University, is found
under this ordinance committing an act or practice of ragging, he/she may be
subjected under ordinance XV 15 to appropriate action for the withdrawal of
degrees conferred by the University.

To this Ordinance, abatement to ragging whether by way of any act, practice or
incitement will also amount to ragging.

Suggestions from students are always welcome and will be given due attention.
Anyone found guilty of ragging shall be subjected to the following punishment:

- Rustication from the College

- Suspension from the College or Classes for a limited period

- Fine with a public apology

- Withholding scholarships and other benefits

- Debarring from representation in college events

- Withholding results

- Handing over the case to Police if need be.
